Miltona Carlos Bridge 

The county will be installing a new culvert 

over the Long Prairie River sometime this 

summer.

Hidden Oaks Drive/Court/Lane 

The township in in the process of having 

these roads paved.  A final assessment 

hearing will be held later this summer once 

all bills have been received.   

     

Bay Lane/Tolena Road 

The township is partnering with the City of 

Alexandria to resurface this road.  Sections 

of each road is in both municipalities. 

 

Buckskin Road East 

This road was impassable this spring and 

every spring for many years.  The township 

is having the ditches cleaned out and 

installing culverts to help with better 

drainage.
