CARLOS TOWN BOARD

June 9, 2022 - Carlos Town Hall
Regular Meeting
Board Members attending:  Supervisors Rod Meyers, Bill Krivanek, Dwayne Waldorf along with Treasurer Tammy Schwegel and Clerk Rebecca Anderson.
Guest attending: None.

Chairman Meyers called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM with all reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
Bill Krivanek moved to approve the minutes from May 26th as corrected.  Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Road Issues:  Dave Luedeke with R&R addressed the board with an update on the FEMA brush removal.  Clerk Rebecca Anderson indicate a few road signs were missing (Harmony Hills and Buckskin-by the park).  He will look to see if they are on the ground or have been pilfered. He will coordinate blading for chloride application with Alden Just.   

Bill Krivanek moved to pay R&R. Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Zoning:  Dwayne Waldorf gave the board an update on the ALASD meeting which included power outages from the storms.  Bill Krivanek has a Service Region meeting on June 22nd.  The region is looking to add areas to the region that have indicated they would like municipal sewer.  

Committee Reports:  Bill Krivanek reported he had not heard anything from the city in regard to the fire hall.  Chairman Meyers stated he spoke with the city clerk.  Plans had been drawn up, but changes have been make.  Chairman Meyers will begin checking on thistles this week.

Road Issues:  Miltona Carlos – Mike Steidl had called Dwayne Waldorf a few weeks ago indicating he would go out and measure the area for the proposed paving of a select section of this road.  The clerk will contact Mr. Steidl to see where he is with this issue.  Since the board has received a petition, it needs to move on this issue.
The clerk is to contact the county engineer to find out who is the contractor on the CR9 project in Carlos.  

Gary Lien had contacted Chairman Meyers indicating he would like permission to purchase a “Hidden Entrance” sign as his driveway is lower than the hill to the west.  The board will drive the area and if that is indeed the case, the board will purchase a sign.  

The clerk heard today, the Federal mileage reimbursement rate will increase to $.62 per mile beginning July 1st.   

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer, Tammy Schwegel presented the financial report ending May 31, 2022.  Bill Krivanek moved to approve this report with Dwayne Waldorf seconding the motion with passed unanimously.

Chairman Meyers presented the bills for June.  The clerk is to check on the rate per hour for sweeping from last year.  

Chairman Meyers gave an update on the FEMA meeting with the county.  It will most likely be July before the township has a final number for reimbursement.  

Bill Krivanek moved to pay bills for the amount of $37,451.77.  Dwayne Waldorf second the motion which carried unanimously.  

The board reviewed building permits.  

The newsletter will go out the weekend of July 4th.  

The board has tentatively set the South Lake Miltona annual audit for August 18th.  Bill Krivanek will contact Scott Elwood for an update on the district.  Rebecca Anderson will contact the focus group to set the date for the meeting.
