Alexandria Lakes Area Service Region

The board has been working with the sewer region on expanding the district to include sections of the township. After a lengthy feasibility review, ALASR has looked to expand the district to include Ida Pines North and Sandhill Lane/Terrace in Carlos Township.  Construction on Ida Pines North has begun with Sandhill Lane/Terrace being constructed next year.  Not all of Sandhill Lane will be included in this process. Can you believe that summer 2024 is in the rear view mirror? Summers always seem to go by so fast.  Well, the upside of this is the beautiful fall colors that we are blessed with.  Don’t miss the opportunity when the sun is shining to take in Mother Nature’s awesome scenery, like on County Road 11(West Lake Carlos) and County Road 5 starting at the Miltona Golf Course going west.  A few notes of interest: there are approximately 32 miles of county roadways in Carlos Township and this includes half the mileage along border roads with neighboring townships.  Also, an overhead street light is to be installed at the intersection of State Hwy 29 and CR 38 (Carlos State Park entrance).  AIS inspections are finished for the year and will kick into gear next spring.  Strong construction growth on Lake Carlos this year.  The Douglas County landfill will be closing and convert to a transfer station only.

This meeting was held on Tuesday, March 12th.   The meeting was reconvened on August 8th to determine the Road and Bridge Levy for 2025.  There were no other residents other than the board members that attended.  The residents voted to levy $75,000 for 2025. 


Fire Hall


Carlos Township has entered into a Joint Powers Agreement with the City of Carlos and Belle River Township in regard to the building of a Fire Hall in the City of Carlos. Currently the Joint Powers members are working with engineers and architects for this project

North and South Riverview


The board received petitions to pave North and South Riverview. The township is scheduled for a final assessment hearings to be held on October 29th.





Miltona Bay Road


The township in cooperation with Miltona Township will be paving this road this year.  At the time of this printing, a final assessment hearing has not been scheduled.  Miltona Township is taking the lead in this project.  





Pike Road


The township was working with the county to receive a grant to rebuild the south end of Pike Road. The grant was not approved, however, Tim Erickson, Douglas County Engineer suggested the township should continue to apply for the grant as changes in  criteria can make a difference in the approval process.
