MINUTES

CARLOS TOWNSHIP ANNUAL MEETING

March 8, 2016
The Annual Carlos Township Meeting was held at the Carlos Town Hall. Dean Yohnke and Rebecca Anderson represented the Town Board.  There were approximately 25 other residents in attendance.  

Clerk Rebecca Anderson called the meeting to order at 8:00 PM and led the group in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.  
The township board members introduced themselves to the residents in attendance.

A motion for Moderator was called for from the floor.  Bill Krivanek nominated Kevin Gorghuber with Stephen Henry seconding the motion.   Dean Yohnke moved to cease nominations with Mike Maudal seconding the motion.   On a voice vote, Kevin Gorghuber was chosen as Moderator.  
Moderator Gorghuber chose to approve the minutes for the 2015 Annual Meeting after residents had a few minutes to review last year’s minutes.  Stephen Henry moved to approve the 2015 Annual minutes.  Wayne Rediehs seconded the motion and it carried on a voice vote.
Moderator Kevin Gorghuber indicated a change in town’s people voting on levy requests for contracted vendors, such as the Cities of Alexandria and Carlos for fire protection.  However, there would be report for each fire department. 

GUESTS:  
1. Lakes Area Recreation:  Fritz Brukowski, director of LAR since 1998, presented the residents with their annual report.  There may be a larger increase for 2018 due to an increase of $50,000 due to the increase in minimum wage and an increase in rent by the county commissioners.  For the 2017 Levy, LAR is asking for an increase in the amount of $6,114, which is up from $6,087 from 2016. 
2. Alexandria Fire Department:   Jeff Karrow, a member of the fire department for 28 years, presented the residents with the levy amount for 2017.  He listed programs in which the department participated; Education for elementary and preschoolers, High School – Car crashes; new programs for junior high students, as he felt there was a gap between elementary and high school programs. Since Dennis Stark is retiring this year, Jeff will be the fire chief, emergency management officer and fire marshal.  The Levy for 2017 will be $20,884, which is down from $21,545 for 2016.
3. Carlos Fire Department:  Mike Trinka, fire chief for the past 5 years, along with Adam Pitcher, Treasurer, presented the statistics and financials for 2015. They are requesting $36,050 which is an increase from $35,000 for 2016.  

4. Carlos First Responders:  Chris Hanson, addressed the townspeople requesting      $3,330 which is the same as 2016.  He did not have a financial statement for the town’s people, as there had been a discrepancy they had not been able to identify - as of this time.  They have 16 first responders, one is going through classes.  Darcy Thesing, first responder of 23 years has retired  

5. Alexandria Area Economic Development Commission: Kevin Gorghuber addressed the group requesting $20,500 which is the same as 2016.  He gave a summary of AAEDC latest and upcoming projects.  He stated that Jason Murray, director for 12 years has moved on to another company and Nicole Fernholz is the new director.  The area is looking for high quality workers for employment positions in this area.  
Moderator Gorghuber then asked for motions on the following levy requests:

AAEDC:  Chris Lehmkuhl moved to approve the request to AAEDC in the amount of $20,500.  Stephen Henry seconded the motion and it carried. There was one opposed vote.
Lakes Area Recreation:  Dan Lehmkuhl moved to approve the request for LAR in the amount of $6,114.  Stephen Henry seconded the motion and it carried.
Carlos First Responders: Rod Meyers moved to approve the request of $3,330.  Ray Bielke seconded the motion and it carried.
Old Business:

Treasurer Dean Yohnke presented the townspeople with the Treasurer/Clerk’s Report for 2015 along with the Three Year Comparison report in regard to expenses incurred by the township.  

Ray Bielke asked about the increase in brushing costs from 2014.  Bill Krivanek said this was due to non-maintenance over the years.    

New Business:  

Moderator Gorghuber went over the Levy requests for 2017.  

GENERAL FUND:  Mike Maudal moved to set the General Fund Levy at $25,000. Ted Steidl seconded the motion and it carried.
ROAD & BRIDGE: Ray Bielke asked why the township needs ¾ of million dollars on hand for this fund.  Fred Kohlman asked if sealcoating comes under the Road & Bridge Fund.  The answer is yes.  Ted Steidl stated it is better to have a sizeable amount in the fund, rather than having to go borrow it- in the event the money is needed.  The board is looking at paving two residential township roads this year.  Bev Bales moved to set the R&B fund at $250,000 for 2017.  Ted Steidl seconded the motion.  Moderator Gorghuber requested a hand vote.   The vote was 19 in favor/2 against of setting the R&B levy for 2017 at $250,000.  The motion passed.  

There were no other funding requests.

DEPOSITIORY:  Rebecca Anderson moved to continue using Black Ridge Bank of Carlos as the depository for Township funds.  Stephen Henry seconded the motion and it carried.    

POSTING PLACES:  Clerk Rebecca Anderson suggested to change one of the posting locations from Sunnies to Herby’s.  Stephen Henry asked if this location could be in addition to posting notices at the Town Hall, Gas Mart, Sunny’s, and on the Carlos Township Website; www.carlostownship.org. On that request, Dan Lehmkuhl moved to add Herby’s to the current posting locations.  Mark Hintermeyer seconded the motion and it carried. 

NEWSPAPER:  Ray Bielke motioned to continue using the Echo Press as the official newspaper.  Dan Lehmkuhl seconded the motion and it carried.  

TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT ANNUAL TOWNSHIP ELECTION:  Ted Steidl moved to hold the next Township Election on the second Tuesday in March from 4:00 PM until 8:00 PM at the Carlos Town Hall. Bev Bales seconded the motion and it carried.
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT ANNUAL MEETING:  Rod Meyers moved to hold the next Annual Meeting at the Carlos Town Hall at 8:00 PM following the township election. Chris Lehmkuhl seconded the motion and it carried.  

CALCIUM CHLORIDE APPLICATION:  Mark Hintermeyer appreciated the application of calcium chloride on Pike Road.  Ray Bielke asked if Pike Road will ever be paved.  There are only a few residents along that road, therefore, would be very costly for the township to pay for paving without resident assessment participation.  Chris Lehmkuhl asked about more chloride in front of his residents on Prairie road.  The road is very soupy.  Dwayne Waldorf stated that by adding calcium chloride to the road, it will hold the road together.  Ted Steidl moved to leave the application to the discretion of the board.  Bev Bales seconded the motion and it carried.

GOPHER BOUNTY:  Wayne Rediehs moved to keep the pocket gopher bounty at $3.00 and striped at $0.50.  Ted Steidl seconded the motion and it carried.  

UN-OFFICIAL ELECTION RESULTS:  There were 74 votes cast.  For the 3-Year Supervisor office:  Dwayne Waldorf received 22 votes; Dan Lehmkuhl received 51 votes on a write in campaign. There was one non-vote for this office.  For the 2-Year Clerk office, Rebecca Anderson won re-election with 71 votes.  There were 3 non-votes for this office.  The official ballot results are on file with the clerk. 
ROAD MAINTENANCE: A resident of Carlos Timbers stated his road needs to have more attention.  The board will take a look at it when it conducts the annual road tour in the next month.  Denny Steen asked if Park Lane will be seal coated this year, along with a few manholes need to be adjusted.  The board will also look at this road while on the road tour.  Mark Hintermeyer stated he heard from a county commissioner the landfill on Pike Road may have a sunset of 5-7 years.  Bev Bales stated she had not heard of any sunset date, only that Pope and Douglas County Recycling are taking a more active role in landfill waste.  
DOG PROBLEMS:  No issues to report.  The township does have an Animal Ordinance which can be enforced by the county sheriff’s office.   
SPRAYING OF WEEDS: There is a plot of wild parsnip at the intersection of Pike Road and State Hwy 29.  Township weed inspector Rod Meyers will address this location.
Alexandria Gun Club:  Commissioner Bev Bales stated L&R is looking at other counties ordinances.  As far as she knows, the AGC is looking for a new location as they do not want to be in an area in where there is huge opposition for them being there.  With that said, they would legally not have to move, as they have been grandfathered in due to that there was not an ordinance in place prior to their location on County Road 34.  

Comment Box:  There were no comments. 

FROM THE FLOOR:  
County Commissioner Bev Bales addressed the group and gave a brief summary of what the county board is looking to address in 2016 along with what issues were addressed for 2015.

She stated she is retiring and will not be running for re-election for the next term to begin in January.  

There being no further business to come before the group, a motion was made by Stephen Henry and seconded by Dean Yohnke to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 PM, the motion carried.
