MINUTES

CARLOS TOWNSHIP ANNUAL MEETING

March 12, 2019
The Carlos Annual Township Meeting was held at the Carlos Town Hall. Dean Yohnke and Rebecca Anderson represented the Town Board.  There were approximately 20 other residents in attendance.  

Clerk Rebecca Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the group in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.  
The township board members introduced themselves to the residents in attendance.

Nominations for Moderator was called for from the floor. Rod Meyers moved to nominate Mike Maudal. Rebecca Anderson seconded the motion.  With no other nominations, Dean Yohnke moved to cease nominations with a second by Larry Pearson.  On a voice vote Mike Maudal was chosen as Moderator.  
Moderator Maudal chose to approve the minutes for the 2018 Annual Meeting after residents had a few minutes to review last year’s minutes.  Bill Krivanek moved to approve the 2018 Annual Minutes with a second by Rebecca Anderson. The motion carried on a voice vote.
Presentations:   

1. Alexandria Fire Department: Jeff Karrow represented the Alexandria Fire Department.  They had a very busy year, as there were two plane crashes with fatalities along with three fire fatalities. He is finding it difficult to recruit new members, due to the commitment required along with the risk fire fighters are taking with their health.  Mark Hintermeyer asked what the notification process was for the train derailment south of Carlos.  The Alexandria nor the Carlos Fire Departments were notified to head to the scene as it had been found not to have any toxic chemicals and no injuries.  The Levy for 2020 is $19,148 which is a decrease from 2019 of $20,098.  Mr. Hintermeyer will discuss the chain of notification as the Douglas County Association of Township meeting to be held next week, as the county emergency manager will be present. 
2. Carlos Fire Department:  John Rolf, Carlos City Clerk presented documents for the Carlos Fire Department.  Matt Bergoff and Adam Pitcher, fireman with the department gave a brief update to the residents.  The Levy for 2020 is $40,323, which is an increase from 2019.    
3. Alexandria Area Economic Development Commission: Nicole Fernholz, Director of AAEDC stated they are requesting $17,000 which is a decrease from $18,500 for 2019.  She gave an update of projects AAEDC is involved.  There were not any in Carlos Township.      
4. Lakes Area Recreation:  Fritz Brukowski, LAR Director presented the levy request for 2020.  LAR bases it request on $3.00 per population of the township.  The request is $6,288 which is an increase from $6,237 for 2019.   He stated they are looking at a two year goal to house the gymnastic center and Central Gym area that houses the new playground Shenanigans.  
5. Carlos First Responders:  There was not a representative from the First Responders.  Their request has not changed from 2019, which is $3,330.
6. Douglas County Historical Society:  There was not a representative from the Historical Society, however, they had sent an email to the township clerk, asking for $50.00.
Moderator Maudal then asked for motions on the following levy requests:

AAEDC:  Larry Pearson moved to approve the request for AAEDC in the amount of $17,000.  Rebecca Anderson seconded the motion.  On a voice vote, the motion passed.   
Lakes Area Recreation:  Rod Meyers moved to approve the request for LAR in the amount of $6,288.  Larry Pearson seconded the motion.  On a voice vote the motion passed.
Carlos First Responders:  Ted Steidl moved to approve the request of $3,330.  Bill Krivanek seconded the motion and it carried on a voice vote.
Douglas County Historical Society:  Bill Krivanek moved to approve the request of $50.00, however, not to include it in the levy for 2020, but to write a check from the treasury.  Rod Meyers seconded the motion and it carried.
Old Business:

Treasurer Dean Yohnke presented the townspeople with the Treasurer/Clerk’s Report for 2018 along with the Three Year Comparison report in regard to expenses incurred by the township. Rebecca Anderson explained the South Lake Miltona Sewer project funding.  The residents applied for a low interest loan from the Department of Agriculture.  The township is the liaison between the residents and the state.  All requests for payments to vendors come to the township, which are then requested from the state for reimbursement Larry Pearson moved to approve the treasurer’s report.  Rebecca Anderson seconded the motion and it carried.  
New Business:  

Moderator Maudal asked for motions for Levy requests for 2020.  

GENERAL FUND:  Dwayne Waldorf moved to set the General Fund Levy at $15,000.  Ted Steidl seconded the motion and it carried.
ROAD & BRIDGE: Rebecca Anderson moved to approve the request for Road and Bridge for $200,000.  Road projects for Carlos Timbers East and Ida Pines were paved this year along with the Miltona Carlos Road from the bridge to CR 13. At this time there are no plans to pave any roads.  The board will be looking to sealcoat more roads this year.  Larry Pearson seconded the motion.  The motion carried on a voice vote.

DEPOSITIORY:  Rod Meyers moved to continue using Black Ridge Bank of Carlos as the depository for Township funds.  Rebecca Anderson seconded the motion and it carried.    

POSTING PLACES:  Rebecca Anderson moved to keep posting notices at the same location as the previous year, which includes the Carlos Town Hall, Gas Mart, Herby’s and Sunnies, along with notices being posted on the Carlos Township Website; www.carlostownship.org. Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion and it carried. 

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER:  Rebecca Anderson motioned to continue using the Echo Press as the official newspaper.  Dean Yohnke seconded the motion and it carried.  
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT TOWNSHIP ELECTION:  The next election will be held on November 3, 2020 as the township has gone to November elections in even years.   
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT ANNUAL MEETING:  Rebecca Anderson moved to hold the next Annual Meeting at the Carlos Town Hall at 7:00 PM on the second Tuesday of March which is March 10, 2020.  Bill Krivanek seconded the motion and it carried. 
CALCIUM CHLORIDE APPLICATION:  Ted Steidl moved to leave the application to the discretion of the board.  Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion and it carried.  

GOPHER BOUNTY:  Rod Meyers moved to keep the pocket gopher bounty at $3.00 and striped at $0.50.  Ted Steidl seconded the motion and it carried.  

ADDITIONAL ROAD MAINTENANCE ISSUES:  Prairie Road will need to be rebuilt due to the heavy traffic by machinery used to remove the potash that was spilled in the trail derailment.  The railroad has agreed to pay for the repairs.  

Larry Pearson, resident on Terrace Drive, stated he is very happy with the road maintenance of the township.  

Dwayne Waldorf, stated Buckskin East was not done properly.  The board will view the road when it conducts the annual road tour.

Johnson Road needs to have some ditch work, which will be done this year. 

Douglas County and the township did a cost share in upgrading Pike road.  The county paid 75% to upgrade Pike Road which leads to the landfill. The township and county agreed this road was used by all residents of Douglas County and not primarily township residents.  

Garbage Waste:  Denny Steen asked for an update on the proposal for waste hauling.  Rebecca Anderson stated the topic was discussed at the Douglas County Association of Township meeting last year.  She was surprised this was an overall concern with all townships to limit the number of garbage trucks traveling on township roads.  Dave Rush was to have set up a task force, but as of this date, she has not learned anything knew.  It will be brought up again at the DCAT next week.  Rebecca also stated she had heard of a development in Ida Township where the residents took ownership and decided on one hauler to service their community.  

DOG PROBLEMS:  No issues to report.  The township does have an Animal Ordinance which can be enforced by the county sheriff’s office.   
SPRAYING OF WEEDS:  If anyone knows of trouble spots, to contact a township supervisor especially wild parsnip.  

FROM THE FLOOR: Mark Hintermeyer indicated a request by a resident to operate an Event Center on the CR42 west of the old landfill.  It was discovered the new well was contaminated. Commissioner Jerry Rapp indicated the application is going through as the owners will be using bottled water.  Mark wanted to know if anyone is monitoring this issue.  Mr. Rapp stated the MPCA is monitoring the issue and Rod Meyers stated there are test wells on the Hintermeister property. Commissioner Rapp will also check with Jerry Haggenmiller.  
Commissioner Rapp gave an update on county issues, i.e. Calcium chloride, water softner salt and Brophy Park.  There are no concerns with Rainbow Rider and then elaborated on the Kim application for the RV park on CR11.  That application had been denied the night before the township annual meeting.  
Rod Meyers stated he had received some calls regarding the cost of the new payroll time system.  Commissioner Rapp did not have a cost on the system, however, he did say he liked it and that $17 million dollars is being ran through the system.  Law Enforcement is not yet on the system, so it is difficult to come to an amount of the cost.  

Mike Maudal asked when the county has enough parks.  Commissioner Rapp said it appears that Brophy will be the last one for a while.  

Dwayne Waldorf who represents the township for the ALASD said the new director, Scott Gilbertson is doing a great job.  

Moderator Mike Maudal thanked the board members for the work they do for the township.
There being no further business to come before the group, a motion was made by Dwayne Waldorf and seconded by Ted Steidl to adjourn the meeting at 8:55 PM, the motion carried.
