MINUTES

CARLOS TOWNSHIP ANNUAL MEETING

March 10, 2020
The Carlos Annual Township Meeting was held at the Carlos Town Hall. Dean Yohnke and Rebecca Anderson represented the Town Board.  There were approximately 20 other residents in attendance.  

Clerk Rebecca Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the group in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.  
The township board members introduced themselves to the residents in attendance.

Nominations for Moderator was called for from the floor. Rod Meyers moved to nominate Mike Maudal. Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion.  With no other nominations, Rebecca Anderson moved to cease nominations with a second by Bill Krivanek.  On a voice vote Mike Maudal was chosen as Moderator.  
Moderator Maudal chose to approve the minutes for the 2019 Annual Meeting after residents had a few minutes to review last year’s minutes.  David Lamb moved to approve the 2019 Annual Minutes with a second by Dwayne Waldorf.  The motion carried on a voice vote.
Presentations:   

1. Alexandria Fire Department: There was not a representative from the Alexandria Fire Department.  The Levy for 2021 is $21,406 which is an increase from 2019 of $19,148  
2. Alexandria Area Economic Development Commission: Nicole Fernholz, Director of AAEDC stated they are requesting $17,000 which is the same as 2019.  She gave an update of projects AAEDC is involved.  There were not any in Carlos Township.  Todd Powers who is the township’s representative for the commission also spoke to the residents.      
3. Carlos Fire Department:  John Rolf, Carlos City Clerk presented documents for the Carlos Fire Department.  The city is levying the township $51,150.00, which is an increase from 2019 of $40,323.  Tim Sukke, Fire Chief indicated the township had the most calls from either the city or Bell River Township.  The budget for the fire and first responders will be under one umbrella.  He also stated the department is setting $10-15,000.00 a year aside for a new fire hall. Todd Powers who employees firemen, indicated he supports the increase and supports his employees when they have to be called out.  
4. Alexandria Community Education:  Lynn Jenc, Director, addressed the residents with a levy request of $6,342.00 for 2021.  LAR bases it request on $3.00 per population of the township.  She indicated School District 206 has taken over Lakes Area Recreation.  All employees from Lakes Area Recreation went over to the School District.
5. Carlos First Responders:  The levy request for 2021 is the same as 2020, which is $3,330.  There were 36 calls in 2019.  Denny Steen commented on his call
6. Alexandria Senior Center: Don Semerad and Carol Erickson were at the meeting to requesting a financial donation for the Douglas County Historical Society.  Bill Krivanek asked if the county had been approached, and Mr. Semerad was not sure.  
7. Douglas County Historical Society:  Clerk Rebecca Anderson read a letter requesting $50.00 for the Historical Society.
Moderator Maudal then asked for motions on the following levy requests:

AAEDC:  Todd Powers moved to approve the request for AAEDC in the amount of $17,000.  Bill Krivanek seconded the motion.  On a voice vote, the motion passed.   
Alexandria Community Education:  Dwayne Waldorf moved to approve the request for Community Education for the amount of $6,342.00.  Todd Powers seconded the motion.  On a voice vote the motion passed.
Carlos First Responders:  Rodney Meyers moved to approve the request of $3,330.  Denny Steen seconded the motion and it carried on a voice vote.
Alexandria Senior Center:  Bill Krivanek moved to approve the amount of $250.00.  Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion.  On a voice vote, the motion carried.

Douglas County Historical Society:  Rebecca Anderson moved to approve the request of $50.00, however, not to include it in the levy for 2021, but to write a check from the treasury.  David Lamb seconded the motion and it carried.
Old Business:

Treasurer Dean Yohnke presented the townspeople with the Treasurer/Clerk’s Report for 2019 along with the Three Year Comparison report in regard to expenses incurred by the township. Rebecca Anderson explained the South Lake Miltona Sewer project funding is not included in township dollars.  Dwayne Waldorf moved to approve the treasurer’s report.  David Lamb seconded the motion and it carried.  
New Business:  

Moderator Maudal asked for motions for Levy requests for 2021.  

GENERAL FUND:  Dwayne Waldorf moved to set the General Fund Levy at $15,000.  Rod Meyers seconded the motion and it carried.
ROAD & BRIDGE: After discussion of why the increase of $50,000.00 from 2020, Dwayne Waldorf moved to approve the request for Road and Bridge for $250,000.  Road projects for East Lake Carlos Drive.  The board held an informational hearings for paving Maple Lane and Interlachen last year.  Approximately half of the residents of Maple Lane were opposed to the project.  There may be another petition this year from those residents to have the township look at this again.  Most of the residents of Interlachen were opposed to paving their road.

CARLOS FIRE HALL:    Bill Krivanek informed the residents that the City of Carlos had approached the township to get a feel if the township would be willing to assist in financing a new fire hall.  Council members had approached the township last year indicating they were interested in purchasing a parcel of land in Carlos Township.  The township was not willing to move forward with that request, as per orderly annexation rules, township parcels that are next to city property could then be annexed into the city.  By selling land to the city, this would cause a snowball effect and the township would lose property.  Tim Sukke then came to a recent board meeting to indicate the school district is willing to give them a 99 year lease for 6 acres of property east of the elementary school.  
DEPOSITIORY:  Rebecca Andersons moved to continue using Black Ridge Bank of Carlos as the depository for Township funds.  Dean Yohnke seconded the motion and it carried.    

POSTING PLACES:  Dwayne Waldorf moved to keep posting notices at the Carlos Town Hall, Gas Mart, and Herby’s, along with notices being posted on the Carlos Township Website; www.carlostownship.org.  Rebecca Anderson seconded the motion and it carried. 

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER:  Dean Yohnke motioned to continue using the Echo Press as the official newspaper.  Rod Meyers seconded the motion and it carried.  
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT TOWNSHIP ELECTION:  The next election will be held on November 3, 2020 as the township has gone to November elections in even years.   
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT ANNUAL MEETING:  The next Annual Meeting at the Carlos Town Hall at 7:00 PM on the second Tuesday of March which is March 9, 2021.
CALCIUM CHLORIDE APPLICATION:  Rebecca Anderson moved to leave the application to the discretion of the board.  Dave Lamb seconded the motion and it carried.  

GOPHER BOUNTY:   Dean Yohnke moved to keep the pocket gopher bounty at $3.00 and striped at $0.50.  Rod Meyers seconded the motion and it carried.  

GARBAGE WASTE:   Denny Steen asked if there had been any progress on the numerous garbage trucks on township roads.  There has not, however, Rebecca Anderson, stated she felt the best way to pursue this would be for each development to take on this project on their own.  

ADDITIONAL ROAD MAINTENANCE ISSUES:  There were no issues.

DOG PROBLEMS:  No issues to report.  Rebecca Anderson read a note from John Rolf, indicating the township and city may want to share the cost of a dog catcher.  Currently the township has the county sheriff’s office pick them up.  However, Tim Sukke indicated the sheriff’s office was not keen on this.  This will be discussed at the Douglas County Association meeting next Wednesday.

SPRAYING OF WEEDS:  If anyone knows of trouble spots, to contact a township supervisor especially wild parsnip.  

FROM THE FLOOR:  Denny Steen asked if the Event Center on the CR42, was operational.  The board said all if the conditions had been met 
Moderator Mike Maudal thanked the board members for the work they do for the township.
There being no further business to come before the group, a motion was made by Bill Krivanek and seconded by Dwayne Waldorf to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 PM, the motion carried.
