MINUTES

CARLOS TOWNSHIP ANNUAL MEETING

March 9, 2021
The Carlos Annual Township Meeting was held at the Carlos Town Hall. Tammy Schwegel and Rebecca Anderson represented the Town Board.  There were 4 residents along with 3 town board supervisors.    

Clerk Rebecca Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the group in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.  
The township board members introduced themselves to the residents in attendance.

Nominations for Moderator was called for from the floor. Rod Meyers moved to nominate Mark Hintermeyer with Dwayne Waldorf to second the motion.  With no other nominations, 
Dwayne Waldorf moved to cease nominations with a second by Bill Krivanek.  On a voice vote Mark Hintermeyer was chosen as Moderator.  
Moderator Hintermeyer chose to approve the minutes for the 2020 Annual Meeting after residents had a few minutes to review last year’s minutes.  Rebecca Anderson moved to approve the 2020 Annual Minutes with a second by Rodney Meyers.  The motion carried on a voice vote.
Presentations:   

1. Alexandria Fire Department: There was not a representative from the Alexandria Fire Department as the department chose to zoom their presentation earlier in the week.  Bill Krivanek attended this meeting and reported the department is going to levy for $18,796.00 which is a decrease from 2021 $21,406.  This is due to one less fire call and no training for firefighters due to COVID 19 restrictions.    
2. Carlos Fire Department:  Anthony Carlson, representing the fire department indicated to an increase from $51,154 to $53,960.  They were able to conduct ice rescue training.  Todd Burgess reported they are moving forward with working with the Alexandria School District on a lease option for land next to the Elementary School.  The department is making plans to build a new building on this leased property.
3. Alexandria Area Economic Development Commission: Todd Powers has been the township’s representative for the last 1 ½ years.  They are requesting $15,500 which is down from $17,000 for 2021 by 2%. 

4. Alexandria Community Education:  Lynn Jenc, Director, addressed the residents with a levy request of $6,400 which is an increase from 2021 of $6,342.  She presented a comprehensive outline of the last year’s numbers which decreased due to pandemic closures.  On another issue, the district is opening bids on March 22nd for the proposed facilities expansion at Woodland Elementary and Discovery School.  The existing Douglas County facilities will be used for children and teen libraries.
5. Carlos First Responders:  The levy request for 2022 is the same as 2020, which is $3,330.  
6. Douglas County Historical Society:  Clerk Rebecca Anderson read a letter requesting $50.00 for the Historical Society.
Moderator Hintermeyer then asked for motions on the following levy requests:

AAEDC:  Rod Meyers moved to approve the request for AAEDC in the amount of $15,500.  Rebecca Anderson seconded the motion.  On a voice vote, the motion passed.   
Alexandria Community Education:  Todd Powers moved to approve the request for Community Education for the amount of $6,400. Denny Steen seconded the motion.  On a voice vote the motion passed.
Carlos First Responders:  Rebecca Anderson moved to approve the request of $3,330.  Fred Kollmann seconded the motion and it carried on a voice vote.
Douglas County Historical Society:  Bill Krivanek moved to approve the request of $50.00, however, not to include it in the levy for 2022, but to write a check from the treasury.  Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion and it carried.
Old Business:

Clerk Rebecca Anderson identified the contribution Dean Yohnke had made to the township as treasurer.  He will be sincerely missed as a member and a friend.  Since this was Treasurer Tammy Schwegel’s first annual meeting, Rebecca Anderson presented the townspeople with the Treasurer/Clerk’s Report for 2020 along with the Three Year Comparison report in regard to expenses incurred by the township. Rebecca Anderson explained the South Lake Miltona Sewer project funding is not included in township dollars.  Bill Krivanek moved to approve the treasurer’s report with Dwayne Waldorf to second the motion and it carried.  
New Business:  

Moderator Hintermeyer asked for motions for Levy requests for 2022.  

GENERAL FUND:  Dwayne Waldorf moved to keep the General Fund Levy at $15,000 with Fred Kollmann seconding the motion.  After discussion the motion carried.
ROAD & BRIDGE: The town board tabled the levy until August 2021.  The board indicated they were unsure of construction projects that may be completed next year. Bill Krivanek moved to approve the levy request for $200,000 with Todd Powers to second the motion.  Bill Krivanek then motioned to table this request and to reconvene on August 12th at 7 PM to finalize this request.  Rod Meyers seconded this motion and it carried unanimously. 
DEPOSITIORY:  Rebecca Andersons moved to continue using First Western Bank of Carlos as the depository for Township funds.  Tammy Schwegel seconded the motion and it carried.    

POSTING PLACES:  Rebecca Anderson moved to keep posting notices at the Carlos Town Hall, Gas Mart, and Herby’s, along with notices being posted on the Carlos Township Website; www.carlostownship.org.  Rod Meyers seconded the motion.  Robert Pisa asked if the township could sent out notices via an email distribution list.  Clerk Rebecca Anderson said this would be redundant, as meetings are posted at the above locations and in the quarterly newsletters distributed via the Lakeland Shopper.  The motion carried. 

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER:  Bill Krivanek motioned to continue using the Echo Press as the official newspaper.  Dwayne Waldorf seconded the motion and it carried.  
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT TOWNSHIP ELECTION:  The next election will be held on November 8, 2022 as the township has gone to November elections in even years.   
TIME AND PLACE FOR NEXT ANNUAL MEETING:  The next Annual Meeting at the Carlos Town Hall at 7:00 PM on the second Tuesday of March which is March 8, 2022.
CALCIUM CHLORIDE APPLICATION:  Rebecca Anderson moved to leave the application to the discretion of the board.  Denny Steen seconded the motion and it carried.  

GOPHER BOUNTY:   Bill Krivanek moved to keep the pocket gopher bounty at $3.00 and striped at $0.50.  Tammy Schwegel seconded the motion and it carried.  

ADDITIONAL ROAD MAINTENANCE ISSUES:  There were no issues.

DOG PROBLEMS:  No issues to report.  
SPRAYING OF WEEDS:  If anyone knows of trouble spots, to contact a township supervisor especially wild parsnip.  

FROM THE FLOOR:  Bill Krivanek urged the City of Carlos to get Internet in the Carlos Town hall building.  Rod Meyers will contact the city clerk and have them add this to their agenda.  
There being no further business to come before the group, a motion was made by Dwayne Waldorf and seconded by Todd Powers to recess until August 12, 2021 at 7PM, the motion carried.
